REVOLUTION IN HAITL

The Panamd Star and Herald says:
we have received the Kingston Glea-,
ner, of 23th March, from ' which.we
extract the following intelligence of
the recent revolution iu Haiti and the
abdication of President Geffard.

The Gleaner says,

The French steamer-of-war I’Es:
taing, Captain de Bonsonge, arrived at
this port at noan on Friday, with His
Excellency Fabre Gefirard, ex-Presi-
dent of Haiti, and family on board.

The acts of the IHaitien peoplo sue-
cceding the revolution of the 22nd
were such as to lead the President to
decide on abdicating.

On Weduesday morning, the13th,
President_Geffard -voluntarily resign-
ed and published his act of abdica-
tion, and a Provisional Government
was: forthwith established consisting
of the cabinet members and the Se-

ThePresident having left the Nation-
al Palace, and taken “his family with
him, embarked on board the French
steamer D" Estaing, then in port.

The Provisional Government imme-
diately sent the Haitien steamer Ale-
aandre Pition to St. Mare with a depu-
tation to the revolutionary leaders,
in order_fo arrive at an amicable un-
derstanding with thevinsurgents of St.
Mare, and to” inform them of the re-
signation of Geffrard.

THE SPANiSH DESIGNS UPON CHILE.

The New York IHerald learns that
the Spanish vaerun}ent‘ intends .to
seize the Island of Chiloe, there place
a corps of .tén thousaml men - and
renew the war with Chile, using also
an iron-clad fleet to second its land
forces. .

Tbe Island of Chiloe lies at the
southern extremity of Chile, divided
from the maiunland, by the’ Gulf of
Ancud.

My Dear Perkins,

Shortly after reading in the Standard
this morning, your theory on the
cholera T eame across an old note book
of mine which I badin Wigan in 1849,
aud from it I extract the following
very practical remarks out of thein-
structions issued by the President and
Council of the London College of
Physicians, soon after breaking out of
the epidemic in the Iast named year.

“1. Cholera appears to have been
very rarely communicated by perso-
nal intercourse; and all attempts to

- stay its progress by cordons or qua-
rantines bave failed. From these cir-
cumstances the committee, without
expressing any positive opinion with

* respect to its contagious or non-con-
Ztagious nature, agree in drawing this
“practical conclusion, that in a district
where cholera prevails no appreciable
increase of-danger is incurred by mi-
nistering to persons affected with it,
aud no satety afforded to the commu-
nity by the isolation-of the sick. .

2. The disease has almost invaria-
bly been most destruetive in the dam-
pest and filthiest parts of the town it
bas visited. The commitee would,
therefore, urge oun the public authori-
ties the propriety of taking immediate
steps to improve the state of sewers
and drains, to cover those which are
oﬁen, and to remove all collections of
decaying vegetable and animal matter
from the vicinity of dwellings. They
would also impress upon individua[s,
especially of the poorer classes, the

. great importance of well airing their
reoms, and of cleanliness in Loth their
dwellings and persons,”

These principles I have found to be’
correct not only in Wigan but in Rosa-
tio, and I am very much inclined. to
agree with your idea of causes opera-
iing upon people living in a filthy and
immoral manucer, in ill-ventilated ran-
chos, and sleeping in crowded rooms,
baving created, a disease an Argenti-
ne’ cholera in the same manuner that
from the same or similar causes
springs the .\siatic cbolera in .the
conntries that give it birth.”

In addition I consider it my duty
again to repeat, that the SIunicipal

CAUSES OF CHOLERA.

Conclusions of the New Yerk Board of
Health concerning the visitation of
1866—its lessons.
Dr. Harris, the Registrar -of Vital
Statisties for the Board of Ifealth, in
his first annual report, sums up briefly
under the heading ¢was cholera gene-
rally epidemic in 18662 all the
important fesitures of the visitation
of that year. These conclusions, it
may be assumed, form the gist of
the information that was published,
during the wholeseason, and all that
was learned by the Board ot llealth:
“Jrirst—That true Asiatie cholera
appeared in various places in the cities’
of New York and Brooklyn, in scatte-
red and widely-distant loucalities, for
some tithe previous to July 10; and
that, as early as June 6, it maniiested
a tendency to occur in groups and as
a ‘bouse epidemic,’ even where there
existed nu other discoverable cause
than the saturated clothing and the
undisinfected excrements of the cho-
lera sick; and thatat an early period
in July there existed in New York
aud DBrooklyn certattf well-marked
cholera fields, in which the virus of
the epidemic appears to have become,
in some manner, fixed in the soil or
in the local atmosphere of those
uuigﬁborhoods. ’
“Second-—That necither the ‘house
epidemics’ nor the cholera fields were
invariably those in \\'hich.somic or
common ‘summner cholera’ wiis -most
likely to occur, and that the gronping
of cases, and the particular places of
outbreak, could ot invariably - be
accounted for upon the hypothesis of
local origiin and seli-produced or do-
mestic causes, though the presence
