In laying this report Lefore the
friends :who bhave kiudly assisted to
carry on the.good work, I am traly
zlad to be able to say, tlmt the Lotd
bas blessed their efforts to advance his
ciuse, The Mission has prospered
well in the Iast quarter as will be seen
in the following details:—

As regards the Seamen, over 400
hava visited the Mission during the
past quarter, and there is reason to
think that good seed has been sown'in
wmany hearts. Printed hand-bills,
have been framed apd distributed iu
the various boardiug-houses, shipch-
andleries, and other p);mos where
gailors resort.  Attention. has been
atiracted as is shown by the number
attending the Mission, and the advan:
tages offered bave been well immproved.
Generally speaking, sailors seem
willing to visit the room for both
social and religious intercourse, and
wo have great cause for thankfulness
in knowinge that our endeavors have
not been unpxoduoblve of the desired
good.

During the past quarter I have sold
or given.away S Bll)]l’b, 13 Testaments,

13 religious Books in addition to dis-
‘mhmm"‘ 5000 pages of Tracts and
papers, v]noﬂy amoug Seamen on the
beach as also in tbe hospitals both
native and foreign; these I am confi-
dent, hava done much gaoork in bring-
ing Souls to a knowledge of Jesus
Christ; being .in most instances wil-
lingly receuu] and seldom Af ever
refnsed

- My own.time is clneﬂy occupied in
visiting the Sailors’ boarding-houses,
bospitals and all places where sailors
are to e found. Soon I hepe tobe
enabled to buy a Misgion-hoat and
shall  then visit ships in the roads,
thos spreading the glad tidings of the
Gospel more effectually. It may not
ho amiss to mention here that during
the past year over 1,270 foreign ves.
|sels have entered this Port,
