TANDIL,
THE SCENE OF THE RECENT
MASSACRES,

The blackest spot on the map of
South America, and which will long
Le remembered as stained with the
blood of 50 unoflending foreigners, was
hitherto known as the proposed termi-
nis of the Great Southern Railway,
and is thus described in the Handboolk
of the River Plate :— .

“Tandil as the crow fliesis G0 leagues

S.8.W. of Buenos Ayres. sitnated in a
valley in the Sierras, and has a very
picturesque appearance. A stream
lined with poplar and willow trees
winds round it, and tarns a flour-mill
owned by Mr J. Fugh. The town
possesses  a fine national  school
amd municipal house; behind.the lat-
ter is a small space entrenched by a
deep ditch faced with stones, which
Jserved as a fort against the Indians in
vears gone by, About a league from
the town is the fiamous Rocking-stone,
which is so nicely balanced that a gen-
tle breeze will make it tremble, but
the most violent storms cannnot hurl
it down. \
. % A very important trade is- earried
on here in country produee, it being
the furthest town on the frontier,
Large quantities of wheat are sown in
the neighborhood, on the slopes of the
Sierras, the soil and elimate being both
favorible.  Potatoes also grow well,

¢ Communication with Buenos Ay-
res is kept up by mail-coaches (two
days) to Chascomus, and thence by the
Southern Railway to town. The fron-
tiers extend 40 to 50 leagues South of
Tandil, comprising large cattle-estan-
cias, the grass being too coarse for
sheep.  The farmers suffer mueh from
Indian visitations. 1If the Southern
Railway be prolonged this far the lands
will soon be settled on, and Tandil it-
self, with its beautiful scenery and
mild climate in summer, would offer
anagrecable residence to the people of
Buenos Ayres in the hot season.

Dr. Burmeistér found Agote marble
in the *Sicrrit Tinta’, Sleagues beyond
Tandil, on Seitor Vela's estancia. —
Beantiful streams of' sweet water des-
cend from the Sierras, such as the
Arrvoyos Tandil,Huesos, Chapaleofii &e.
The lands ave in large estancias, which
are mostly rented from the proprietors,
wealthy men who live in B, Ayres,
the rentaveraging 20,0003 per league;
{or 3,000% for a “puesto’.
