Not only is the National Library o;
Irance, situated in the Rue Richeheu,
cutitled to a free copy of every book
published in the couutry, but also to
pusters, programmes and hand-bills;
these  latter, however, it does not
‘exact. T'he number ot printed volumes
is over two millions, and they occupy a
length of shelves equal to 40 miles.
The very” bad and very nasty books
are stored apart, under safe lock and
key, forming a kind of secrel museum
called ¢Enfer) It is. gratifying to
know that this collection ot pornogra-
phy comprises but 340 works, repres.
ented by 730 volumes, since the iuven-
tion of printing, so that the filth of
the mind is not go extensive as might
be supposed.. The costly, or rather
priceless volumes, ave preserved under
lock and key in subterranean galleriss;
it is thus that the first book printed
by Gutemberg is treasured.  The city
library 'pmper was situated in the
Hotel de Ville, and was composed of
125,000 volumes, all burned during
the Commune; it~ was necessary to
.mount 172 steps of stairs, to have the
sinews of a Chamois to reach it. The
library most patronized is that of
Sainte Geneviéve in the Latin Quarter;
from G a.m. till 10 p.n. its ¢ salles’ are
occupied by 300 students and work
men; a glance indicates these visitors
arve serious. In a population of over
13 million such as that of Paris the
total of daily readers in all the public
libraries of tho State is but 640, and
many of these arrive to enjoy only
the heat and sbelter of the place.
The works . most in demand arve
novéls and ‘amusing’. treaties on
natural history, a tew reviews and
sometravels, Thereare frequenters who
are always absorbed in peerages and
volumes on escutchoans, in the hope
to discover their connections, and
others who are exact as the clock at
the moment of opening the doors, take
up their accustomed seat, resume the
sume book, and at once fall off into a
doze.
