Nothing daunted, he pushed
on to Fray Bentos, at once closed with
Messrs. Lowry, Errasquin and Tughes
for their splendid estancia adjoining
Fray Bentos, for which he paid 75,000
Nat. dollars, obtained from Mr. Rich.
Hughes a lease, $£.20 per annum for
one square of land at his saladero,
which was then worked by Sr. Benites,

The history of anindustry so grand, |
so uew, and so important, must indeed’
prove an interesting chapter for our
reading public.

“Our great London colleague, the
¢ Times,” published in 1365 the tfol-1
lowing succinet sketch, which gives,
some détails of nterest :— |

« In the year 1847 Protessor Liebig, !
who bad been prosecuting iuquiries
into the nature of meat, described a
process by which an Ixtract of beef
and mutton may be prepared which
will neither become rancid normouldy,
even when kept long in a warm or
damp atmospbere. His Extract, to.
which the naine of *Extractum Carnis
Liebig” Las been given, by Mr. Gie-
bert contains the soluble matter ot 30
times its weight of tlesh free trom all
fat. It is admirably suited for mak-
ing soups. Oue pound of it, if boiled
with a tew slices of bread, potatoes,
and a little salt, suftices to make broth
for 123 meun, and ot a strength whicl
is not to Le obtained in the best hotels.
The Extract is stated by Protessor

" Liebig to contain the essential and
importaut ingredients of meat which
are lost by salting. f(Ience, if added:
to salted and smoked meats, it imparts
to them all the nutritive qualities of
fresh meat. It has been introduc-
ed into the Bavarian pharmacopeeia
with great success, and has proved
of great eflicacy in cases of want of
nutrition, indigestion, and bodily
weakness. In_the Royal Pharmacie
of Muuich 5,00016 of meat are employ-
ed yearly in its preparation. **Iu the
‘supplies of a body of troops,” says M.
Parmentier, an eminent Irench autho-
rity, ‘‘the Extract furnishes the
wounded soldier with "a restorative
which, with a little wine, immediately
renews his strength wasted by loss ot
Dlood, and enables bimn to support
removal to the nearest field Lospital.”
It may.be kept unchavged under un-
favorable circumstauces in: cellars, and’
in moist, warm atmospheres.

Giebert, of Hamburg, who had spent
many years in’ South Ainerica and
amoug other places in Uruguay, where
thousands of oxen and sheep were
slaughtered merely for their hides and
fat, bad resoived to ascertain amoung
scientific men in Europe if this meat
could not :be saved and turned to pro-
fitable account. Having seenan allusion

Letters on Chemistry,” he went to
Munich early in 1862 where he was in-
troduced to the Laboratory of the
Royal Pharmacie, and madeacquainted
with the minutest details of the process

The - little factory. in TFray Bentos
under the care of M. Giebert went on
regularly working and increased its
power to 15 aniwals per day, giving
the most entire satisfaction.” The de-
mand for thearticle each day increased
in 1865.. The agent in Burope made a
navy contract for 5001bs. per month,
whilst the demand. from the general
market was for 15004bs. monthly.
After ope years trial M. Giebert had
suflicient experience; he saw at last
‘all oLstacles removed, and that the
bome market called for increased
supply. ‘The real secret of the success
.wag M. Giebert’s extreme care to
#ollow the strict method and instruc-
itions of Barov Liebig, whose fame as
‘n chemist stands thehighest in Europe.
The works at Fray Bentos were uow
found too small, M. Giebert, determin-
ed to visit Europe, and to form a new
company with increased capital.

~ On the 15th July, 1863, he left tor
Europe and arrived in London in Sep-
tember; his intention was to proceed
at once to Antwerp, but he found his
fame already established in London.
Mr. Chas. Gunther, of the firm of
Messrs. Corneille and Davis, came
Jforward and offered to launch a new
company, cgpital half a willion ster-
ling. In Novemberail the preliminaries
being arranged, the new compauy was
launched, and on the 3rd January the
share list closed. -

Mr. Giebert at once proceeded to
Glasgow to order the machinery, wheie
he spent six .months designing and
superintendingit, Never before did the
Scoteh wanufacturers get such . an
order for that class of machinery—
£15,000 sterling, besides freight. All
Scotland  asked—** Where is Fray
Beutos?

In April, 1366, the machinery began
to be shipped, and concluded the same
vear: it took'six large vessels, of about,
600 tons each. Mr. Giebert lett ling-
land in‘June, 1866, and arrived back
in I'ray Bentos on the 14th July, pre-
cisely one year less a day since his
departure. All this time the little
factory worked on regularly. "IHe at
once commenced to make buildings for
the new machinery. The first ship
with the machinery arrived out on the
24th Sept., 1866, and-subsequently the
other five. In November be began to
put up the machinery, and finished the
new factoryin May, 1868; about three
millions of bricks being employed.

On the 28th May, 1868, the new
factory commenced working—killing
for the firat days at the rate of 150 ani-
‘malg, and soonafter worked up to 350.

beef-extract enterprises on every scale;
we regret indeed, to say that up to the
present unearly ull thiese meritorious
eftorts, with the smgle exception of
the I'ray Bentos company have proved
signal failures, stillin the interest of
society at large, we do not wish in the
least to dishearten all those toilers in
beef and nutton, rather let us hope
that by “perseverance ‘and industry
they will yet obtain the success of Mr.
Giebert, whose success is not only at-
tributable to ljis strict observance of
Barvon Liébig’s method, and the confi-
dence the public repose 1n the article
when once inspected, testedy and ap-
proved by the Baron, bat also to his
own superior scientific and mechanical
experience, and the excellent and pro-
per organization of the commercial
and financial department. - The great
dificulty all others have to contend
with is the want of the Baron’s signa-
ture. The ports of Jiurope are this
moment stocked with every specie of
jerked, preserved, canned and éxtract-
ed Leef, none of which can be sold, as
so much charlatanism bas been going
on of Jate years that the consuming
public.in Lurope regard ivith abhor-
rence all spurious extracts and .pre-
served South American meat—piles of
extract of beef, at present exist in
some of the Buglish ports; they cannot
be even sold ‘to cover freight, whilst
on the other hand the Fray Bentos
Company s unable=to fill the orders

which come out by each packet,

DESCR:PTION OF MANUFACTORY.

The deseription ot so large an esta-
blishusent as the one in question is no
easy task, ftor, in truth, the whole
country around is subservient to the
industry. f'ray Bentos vwes its rise
and progress solely to the Factory, as
was proved in the terrible time of
the cholera, when the Ifactory was
brought- to a stand-still for three
weeks, the town might ba said to be
shut up..

The [Faetory is sitnated on a high
barranca which overlooks the river,

about one mile south of IFray Bentos,

and 1s” connected with the town by a,
a fine turnpike road, built by the Com-
pany. . A large bridge spans the Ar-
royo Laureles, there are several small
bridges over the culverts for draining

the road, which is exclusively for the

use of the Ifactory, and the gate on
tbe Lridge closed each night: this road
cost 4,600 National dollars.
Al the land between the town and
the Manufactory Lelongs to the Com-
pany, and on this ground are now re-
gularly laid out streets for the new
houses and future dsellings for the
pative peones, who are kept apart
from the Buropeans. .
As we enter the spacions gate, we
notice the large wholesale store just
coneluded for Messrs. Fribolinand Co.
Here the great fence commences, and
runs round one synare league of land,
which is kept for the exclusive use of
the Lactory. "The wires are four, and
called twisted galvanised rope. wire,
the posts nandubay. .At every 150
yards @ large irou post, of peculiar
constructton, for tightening the wires.
There is no ditch ou cither side of this
iatchless tence,” which although very
expensive, is the best we have ever
seen.
Along the avenues leading from the
gateway to the Factory are large cat-
tie corrales on one sida, for 5,000 bead
of “cattle nt once, and, on the other
sitde, neat, commodions dwellings - for
15 :families, married mechavnics aund
foremen. . . .
T'he {irst place woe enter is the tin-
smith’s shop, 100 by 30, where all the
tins fur the “extractum® are made, Mr.
Stolker, who is in charge of this de-
partweni, showerd us everything. At
present ho turns out daily 40 large
cans, for 100 1bs, exiract each, butin
a few days will increase his staff, and
make at the rate of 100 per day. M.
Stolker is from Glasgow, awd has
given the gieafest satisfaction to the
Company. 1lis shop is replete with
every description of new machinery.
for cutting, bénding, and punching.
The tin comes from Scotland, and -at
present 400 boxes are used in a year.
Beyond the tinsmith’s sbopis ahuge
ifton tank, 97 feet above the river, of
cast-iron plates, "I'his tank is built on
147 arcl@s, and the.place undernenth
is used for deposits or stores. The
tank contains 5,000 pipes. water, filled
once a day by a 14°horge-power engine,
which pamps water up from the
river. , .
This water, by pipes, is conducted
all over the premises, for fillitg boilers,
wasling the killing-ground. and the
Factory premises, ‘supplying water to
each. house, and at every quarter of
the premises, in case of fire. ‘The tank
is never allowed to run dry. It cost
in Glasgow £700, and with freight,
charges, masonry, &e¢., stands :in
£2,000 sterling. The water piping
over the premises is on the most exten-
sivo seale, affording a complete watei
Lgupply: of over 2,600 yards.- . Water
tor the factory is as necessary us air.
Evenin the * corrples,’ where the cat-
tle are sbut in, M#. Giebert is hbvub to
erect cast-iron troughs. The water of
the Uruguay' is peouliarly adapted
to *extractum,’ being very pure, and

giving - no -incrustationa to "gteam
boilers, ’ R

the tallow maoulactory and salting-
yard for hides. -These premises cover
over 100,000 square feet, and are on
Iuropean style. The animals for kill-
ing are driven up a gangway from the
*corrales,” to a large box capable of
holding 50 animals ata.time. Atthe
opening of the box a large railway
waggon .runs in, and by means of a
¢ Jasso® -the bullock is caught by the
borns, and two horses punll him close
up to a beam, which is above the wag-
gon, the butcher then, with a small,
double-edged knite, separates the ver-
tebrae from the. cerebrig, and instan-
tanpeously the animal drops dead
on the waggon. The whole ojfra.
tion takes less than a minute. Bighty
animals per hour is the rate of killing:
The animals are conducted by wag-
gon to the skinuing-place, and there
skiuned, cus up. in six pieces, where
meat 18 dressed for the Manufactory:
150 men work here at the skinuing
and dressing.

The meat being thus secured, the
hides and bones arg next attended to.

The bides are pince(l for 24 hours
in great cisterrs of stronyg brine, 12
feet deep, each:cistern holling from
500 to-6UV hides; from thence they are
passed to the bide depot, salted and
placed in piles. We counted three
piles, onhe made aand standing. worth
say 80,000 patacons, one in course ot
miaking, aud one in course ol ship-
ping. .
_‘Lhe regularity of the proceeding is
Jikeclock-work. T'he hides are kept in
ples for at least a fortnight, to drain
by their own pressure. liach fresh
hide containg {rom 15 to 20 1bs. water,
this is taken away Dby the salted
pressure._ .
At this bide depot there ave trucks
and railway cars to convey them to the
mole, where the hides are shipped
direct on board sea-going vessels, no
lighters being necessary..
Now as to the bones and intestines.
These are flang iito twelve large vats
and steamed. Thesg vatsare i -mense.
Each vat. contains bones, heads,. in-
testines, &c., of 380 animals; and are
kept 70 hours in the vats.”. The tallow
is refined by steam, cooled, and put
into pipes, aud then shipped. -
- I'he steam boilers tor steaming the
vats are lired by the refuse. of these
very vats, which is great economy ;
and the refuse of these fires is cailed

‘bone-ast, which sells in the Iinglish

market for about £3-per tou.
f'his establishmeut is still connected

.with the old saladero business, so that

surplus cattle can be killed in the sea-
son at the rate ot 300 per day; but.the
object of Mr. Giebert is to eliminate’
this business, asit is a wasteful trade.
The meat which 1s not required for
the extractum, and intended tor jerked
beef, is conveyed to the salting yard,
where it is cut -in flat cakes, with
rreat dexterity, salted and placed’in
{’)iles of immense size; we saw four
huge piles of about 1800 touns, M.
Giebert requires 9 vessels tq carry this
away, and yet it is only half of what
has been produced since January last ;
but the jerked beet trade is miserable
compared with the noble trade ot ex-
tracium. Hard by are piles of bones
and bone ash, about 800 tons, last

-month about 800 -tons were shipped

fiom the manufactory in one ¥essel.

We uext cometo the poison pound,
for poisoniug bair, bullock-tails sheep-
glkins, nerves and hide cuttings, pre-
vious to shipment; at the rear of this
are the drying racks for sheep skins,
which cover an area of G0 acres. We
are now at the sonthern extremity of
the ‘manufaccory, and here -on a hill
will be the new house of Mr. Giebert,
‘the plans have been drawn Dby Mr.
Marx, the architect of the manufactory:
it isin-a fine position and- has a com-
manding view. :

In thig locality, in a valeare a num-
Ler of 0ld ranchos in process of remos-
al outsids the premises to the new
streets, begweon the Manufactory and
Fray Bentus. We now come to the
place where the jerked beef is loaded
on tracks and sent to the Mole for ship-
ment, passing “the weighing house
where there is an Birglish weighing
bridge; here also, is the tallow Depot, |
“where pipes are stored, waiting for
shipment.” We saw about 500, ready
for the ship. - Here, thereis a power-
ful water-supply; the Luailding is of
iron and masonry. and the tallow ou
the level ground, every precaution
being taken against fire.

Procecding along the railway wo es-
cape from the old saladeo establish-
ment, and ¢ome on the new Iixtractumn
factory ; first wehave a large coal de-
pot for protecting coal from sun and
rain; it is constructed ‘solely, of iron
180.feet by 30, and 40 foet high, capa-
ble of storing 1500 tons-of coal by
means of a travelling erane ovevhead.
Facing the coal depot is the Boiler
house; eight immense stoam boilérs of
pecaliar copstruction for saving fuel;
tho collected force is 740 horse power,
tested up to 200 1bs, per square inch.;
built in Glasgow ; they are. constantly
ut. work, day and hight to pefform the
factory work, partly driving different
steam eugines, and principally per-
forming the evaporaiing process. The
boiler house adjoins the new factory
whicli is a buildiug that -covers about
20,000 square feet, is roofed in iron and
glass. . We proceed from the boiler
house to & second double track rail-
road, which congects the butchers de-
partment.with the new Extractam fac-
fory. As we follow the railroad wag-
gons we enter & large hall flagged with
tué best Scotch flags, kept dark, cool

‘weighed, paased throngh apertures. to
‘the meat cutting ingchines.: We leave
‘the meat, and pass to the. entrance of

the -great factory. On the stately

“ We¢ proceeded now to the killing-’
ground, which lies to the left, and to

doors we find the following notice, in
English, German, and Spanish ;

enter save those employed on the pre-
mises.”,

To the left of the entrance is the
engine-room, neatly painted, and spot-
lessly clean, The engiue is Wolf's
patent high and low, pressure, with
condensation of 120 effective horse-
power, driving all theshafts which
perform the mechanical work ot the
tactory. We pass from the engine-
room, to the beef.cutting hall, paved
with the: splendid Scotch flags, spa-
cious; airy, and lightédl.,
powerful meat-cutters, designed by
M. Giebert : each machine can cut
the meat of 200 bullucks per hour,
fed by four meén aud discharged by
six. The meat being cut is passed to
sdigerators' made of wronght-iron, each
one holds about 12,0001bs. beef. Thore.
cave nine of these ,digerators,” and three
more have to'be yet put up.  IHere the
meat is *digerated’ by high pressure
steam, of 731bs. per square inch ; from
this the liquid which contains the ex-
tract and the fat ot the meat proceeds
in tubes to.a range of * fat-separators’
of peculiar construction, designed and
adopted by M. Giebert and Prot. Pet-
teukofev; here the fat is separated in
the hot state from the extract, as no
time can be lost for cool operations:
otherwise decomposition would setin
in 2 very short time.

We proceed downstairs to an im-
mense hill sixty feet high, where the
fat separators are working ; .below
them is a range of five cast-iron clari-
fiers, 1,000 gallons. cach, worked by
high pressure steam, through Hallett's
tube system. Idach claritier is pro-
vided by a very ingeiious steam-trap,
patented by Schaefter and Budden-
berg, in dMagdenburg : in the "mons-
trous clarifiers, the albumen and’ fe-
‘breut and phosphate magnesia are
separated. I'rom hence theliquid ex-
tract is raised by means of air-pumps,
driven by two 30-horse-power engines
up to two vessels about 20 feet above
the claritiers ; irom thence the liguid
runs to the other large evaporators,
also- provided with Hallet’s tube sys-
tem, and worked by high pressure
steam. _

Now we ascend the staircaso reach-
ing the hall, where two immense sets
four vacuum apparatl are at work
evaporating the gxtract by a very low
temperature, The importance of these
vacuuwm apparatus can be known when
we say. that they cost placed on tho
ground £3,000: these were adapted
by ‘M. Giebert. - Here in this depact-
ment the liquid extract passes several
filtering processes, before evaporited
in vacuum, We now asceud some
steps and enter the ready making hall,
separated by a wire gauze wall, and
all windows, doors, &c¢. guarded by
the same to exclude flies and dirt.
Here again we notice. the splendid.
Scotch flags. The ventilation is main-
tained by pateut fans, and the place
extremely clean. [Iere are placed five
ready making pans, constructed of
steal plates, with a system of steel
discs, revolving in the liquid extract
a cooling accelerating evaporating
process, invented exclusively by M.
Giebert. These tive pans by medium
of the discs, 100 in each pan, eflect in
one minute more than two millions
square feet evaporating surface.  Ilege
concludes the manutacturing process,
the extract is now withdrawn in large

day. Ascending a few steps we enter
the decrystalizing and packing hall,
where two large cast iron tanks are
placed, provided with hot water bath
undertheir bottems; in these tanks the
extract is thrown in quanties of 10,000
Ibs. at once, and 'heré is decrystaliz-
ed and made a homogeneous mass,and
of .uniform quality. Now samples are
taken and carefully analized by the
chemist “of the establishment, Mr,
Seckamp, under whose charge the
chemical and technical operat:ons of
the factory are. performed. If the
samples prove of the required quality
the extract is packed at onge in large
tin cans of from 851b. to 1001b. each,
two tius for each box, and thus ship-
ped per steamer to Burope, each box|
worth at present prices £100 sterling,
wholesale price. i .
- We noticed an improved plan for
carrying oft the- vapors from the fac-
“tory, by ‘meaus of conduits, partly un-
‘der ground, collecting in.one large
chimney built on purpose. The va-
pet is something onormous, as at least
20,000 gallons water are evaporated
daily. This invention or application of
M. Giebert has relieved the tactory of
all surplus steam, aud keeps the place
both airy and: cool. We witnessed it
in the afternoon,.when the digoerating
process was performed, and the clean-
sing of the establishmeut begun, water
cocks inall corners ; torrents pouring
in from all sides—in an instant the
whole place was ¢lednsed, the water
washing down into large drains built
of brick and cement, which empty be-
neath the mole; cleanliness being one
of the chief objects of M. Giebert in
every.department of this splendid
factory. X

We loave the packing department, -
ayd come to the new oflice entrance;
facing the steps will be a small par-
terre, in front of which will be the bust
of Baron Liebig; aloft is the belfry,
topped by a golden cock pointing to
Aurora, emblematic of early rising.

We proceeded from the store-room
down to the first little factory which
gave birth to the industry, and founded
the establishment, Here Mr. Seekamp,
aided by Mr. IIoman, showed us the]
working of the place, which- is identi.
cal with.thelarge fectory, but working
on a smaller scale: In this place in
1564, exactly. four years past, opera-
tious were begun with 10 bullecks per
day, enlarged subsequently to 80,while
the new fuctory is now able to work
500 per day, lHere.we found two
other powertul boilers at work for this
factory, which also drove shafts for
carpenters’ shop, engineer, or mecha-
nicul shop and Iathe.

Opposite the little factory is the
shop where the hoxes are made for
shipmeunt, and in front is an immense
plate cutier and punching machine..
Behind the little factory is the engine-
house, which pumps up the water for
the establishment, and hard by the
railway is the iron depot and black-
swmith “shop. Proceeding along the
railway track we come on the mole,
wheve Mr. Idmundson "holds sway
with his steam crane -and donkey en-
gine, which is ever busy, from
sunrise to sunset discharging ~and
foading vessels. We found the Bel-
gian bargne Maria discharging coal,
and the British barque Lavinia loading |
tallow, hides, horns and sheepskins.

Thig vessel had reéently arrived out

with cargo of French tiles for the fac-
ry at Gualeguaychu, 160,000. The
German, brig Reichstag ™ discharging
salt.  Also the schooners San Telmo
and Anna Catalina, discharging coals|
and timber. :
Iforeign vessels come and go in the

-year.” Last year 16 cargoes wereim-

ported - and 21 cargoes despatehed,

‘exclusive of the extractum, which is

TFreights are so high from
Fray Bentos to Buenos Ayres—higher-
than from Buenos Ayres to Autwer)
by steam; also attended with great
delay and uncertain  despatch—the
Company has been obliged to have
a steamer of'its own.

'he - President of the Republic had,
seut his state carriage to Le in wait-
ing, but Sr. Sarmicnto declined mak-.
ing usé of it, and proceeded-on foot,
tollowed by a crowd of people, that
kept increasing at every step, aund -
preceded by the band, playing lively
tunes, to the residence of Dn. Aogusto
Carri6, nearly in front of the Standard,
where he has taken up his abode.

On arriving at the street-door of Sr.
Carrié’s bouse, at 9.20, he addressed
the assembled multitnde, straw-hat in
hand. After thanking his friends for
the touching demonstration of which
e had been tife object, he expressed
his delight at finding himsell once
more among his fellow-countrymen,
spoke of the good fecling that had
been shown to-bim in the U. States,
as the Representative of the Argen-
tine Republic, and made some feeling
allusion to the gredt distinction con-.
ferred upon him by the choice of his
fellow-countrymen; and concluded his
short allocution amidst the most tre-
mendous cheering.
