" OUR WOOL STAPLE.

£2

THERE is no longer any necessity for
disguising the fact that the decline of
our wool staple signifies the decline of
the River Plate. e bave recently
called attention to the wretched iu-
dustrial prospects of the country in
aseries of articles, purposing to change
.the subject for a while, in order to al-
Jow the rulers or legislators of the nax

represeuted in the- House. 'Who s
‘ever beard a Foice io that assembly
raised for the trade, the commerce, or
the industry of the countrys? The

‘whole house is busy now with the ap»

peal of a Goveruor ostracised from
his province Ly its very legislature.
This matter must inevitably occupy
the House for months to come. lm-
portant poiuts of intersational law:
have to be debated. The dignity of
the natioun, the very institutions of the
country are at issue. This nonsensi-
cal question takes precedence ot every
thing else. Fifty tbomsand ruined,
downstrodden sheep~farmers must
staud back ; their appeals caunot. be
beard—what has Congress to do with
sheepfarming 3 But we fearlessly re-
ply it is the unfortuvate sheepfarmer
who pays these legislators their sala-
ries ; the farmers, not the legislators,
are the bone and sinew of the country
—and they shall and must be heard !

The arrogant ignorance of valuing
wools at 50 mipe. per arroba at the
Custom IHouss of Buenos Ayres for
the pmpose of levying a hunplrlcal
export duty on the ruined staple, when
the best merino wool from B. Ayres,
after paying freight insurance and
charges, is only worth 1.15, or $30mic.

The day is past now when the abolis
htion of the export, tax would resusci~
tate the industry. . But the injustice is

Yor the benefit of our readers, not
for Congressmen, we -may state that
the great decline in tho value of wool
in the European markets is less to be
attributed to the rapid increase-of the
staple, than to the increased use of
the jute which in Scotch and French
manufactories has usurped tbe placeof
wool; the enormoys increase of the
in wool. The supply of this useful
article it appears is unlimited, but 30
years ago it was unknow. Last year
the import of jute into Dundee alone
amounted to 60,000 tons; its value in
England is from £14 to £22 per ton,
The shipments of jute to I'rance last
year - were unusually large, and the

We
confine ourselves at present to the
scandalous valuation on wool at the
Custown-house, and the absolute neces-
sity of abolishing both valuation and
wool tax in.toto; the article is'too
poor to bear the impost, and. it is
alike unjust as impolitic to continue it.

DEBUT OF ML;,E. SIEBS IN GOUNOD'S
OPERA OF FAUST.

Tur Opera House prexented on Thurs-
day evéning truly a fairylike scenc.
'The 6lite of Portefio society had ngsem-
bled to witness the début of the new
prima donna, Mlie. Siebs. Her first
appearance, in addition to its novelty,
offered to us the solution of a question
that has for some time pre-occupied the
attention of our dilletanti—viz., shall
‘we bavea good opera season tluriug
the winter? :

It caunot be denied that'the answer
to this question ‘depends in a great
measure on the talent and success of
the priwma donna soprano. ‘

We can, after making a shoxt ‘re-
sumé of Mlle.” Siebs’ debat, Jmlnre,
whether this question can receive a
favorable answer.

Mlle. Siebs was sulferitig from agi-
tation, which can easily be understood
on the first occasion of meeting a new
audience, and confronting the curious
gaze of upwards of two thousand peo-
ple, and her voice trembled as she
uttered the opening recitative. She
had not completely conquered her
emotion in the aria ‘Il Re-de Thule,’ or
in the jewel scewe; nevertheless, we.
could sée that the new artiste is a
singer of the first order. Her soprano
voice is of extensive range and fine,
tone; the high notes ‘sol la si do’ are
maguiﬁce'nr, penctrating, and per-
fectly harmonious. '

We were not able to judge of the
vocalization, or her powers of render-

such in the role of Marguerite, and-we
are, besides, of opinion, that Mlle.
Siebs wwas not 1n full possession of her
powers: during the first part of the
Opera. - Mlle. Siebs confirmed in the
duo with Ifaust the good impression
she had created, and at the end of the
garden scene ber great dramatic talent
mado itself strikingly apparent.

The impression made by Mlle. Siebs
on the public was profound, and will
not be effaced. ' »

During the remainder of the opera
th_is.eminent. singer maintained, both
as a singer and an actress,the position
she bad gained, and we must say, her
success bas been complete and uv-
equivocal.

Respecting the other artistes we
have some few remarks to make, but
as a first performance is to be looked
on rather in the light of a geueral re.
hearsal, we reserve our judgement till
we have heard them a second time.

Nevertheless, we may remark that
Ruggero,in'the role of Mephistopheles,
was not what we expected him to have
been; although he dresses the part
better than Bouetti, we cannot give
bis rendering of it unqualified appro-
bation.

VOYAGE ACROSS THE ATLANTIO

London, Aprit 7, 1869,
To the Bditors of the Standard
Gontlemen,
After bidding you good bye, I went

on bLoard the Arno, and next m
I replied that I-bad not taken re- p oruing

ound m_yselfm Mountevideo. This was
the morning of tbe 27th of February
I was very anxious to go on shore, but
the municipality of that generous ¢ity,
fearing, no doabt, that the pasiseugeu
of the Arno might catch the cholera, or
some other fatal discase, if they went
on shore there, bad put us in qaaraan-
tine till theovening of the next day .
That being a teast day, all the offices,
and places of business were closed,and
as I could not get on shore before sun-
down, it was impossible -to find aony
one I wished tu see. I however started
in search ofa man that I wisheil to see,
but did not know where he hved, and
went up Union street, passing throngh
the market, till I arrived at the Proe
testaut Cemetery, and wherever [saw
four or five men standing togother, 1
inquired of them for the person I was
lookmglbr,descnblnu himasa tall, thin
faced, lalgo wan, with only one arm, I
found several who knew such a looka
ing man, but none could tell wme where
he lived—generally supposed tbat he
lived fartherout of town. 1 returned,
arriving at the Arno about ten o’clock
at night, tired out, and without finda
ing the man. The next morning seve-
ral new p:issengors cawe on board,and
at eight o’clock we put out to sea. A
ship at sea is8 to me the most dreary
‘and uncomfortable of all places. I
would prefer to bé shutup in a. prison
on lund, or confined in a respectable
cage. li company with two or tbree
passengers we devoted oursclves to the
study of buman nature. We found
several very pleasant agreeable people,
aud others who were just the reverse.:
Oune family for instance, wasg compogzed
of a man, wife, and a child of about
two yearsof age. The man had the
appearance of having been a waiter
in a hotel during (he first part of
his life. e says that be is from
Peru. No doubt, he is from there,
as he certainly is not there, Ife was
wrecked in the Santiago in the Straits
of Magellan, and Jost all his mouney,
everything except the jewels which
his wife had when they were taken off
the wreck.

His wife i8 a very showy woman,
wearing considerable jewellery yet,
even if they have been wrecked. The
rings on her fingers inust bave cost at
least 2,000 patacons. She was very
sociable and friendly with all the pas-
sengers. .

The child perbaps iz an index to
the character of the parents; we will
goon see. e .bears the name of a
saint. Iis mother calls him a * Dea
monio.”” We suppose that means a
sainted devil. Ilis motto is *No
quiero,” at least he says-that toevery-
thing his parents tell bim to do. Tbe
mother appears in a new dress avery
day, and at every place we s.op they
go on shore and return with a great
quantity of curiosities, which all cost,
money, and yet the jewellery does not
appear to dimiunish. Something is
wrong certainly. Before we srrive in
England all is explained. They are
gamblers. The woman is as much of
a sharper as her husband., '

A young sheepfarmer who had
spent three or foor years in the cemp
presented - another lesson. He had
bought sheep at a bigh price and sold
them for aimost nothing— thought
himeelf very wise, but extremely uo«
fortunate. His father had given him
au outfit when be went away, and had
oxpected that he would turn his capi~
tal into a large fortine. Instead of
that he bad been compelled to send
him mouvey to bring him home., He
came back cursing the Argentine Re-
public and everything conuected with
it. Others who had been more suc~
céssful were praising the country and
expressing & determination to return.
He thought these men were all 8 pack
of fools.

.Arriving at Rio, we were all transs
ferred to the Oneids, a much larger -
vessel, but much more unsteady than
the Arno. Captain Reekes is a plea«
sant gentlemanly mas, but too much
disposed to let the passengers have
their own way. This some of the cus_
tomers take advantage of.

At Rio a large number of Portus
guese came on board—several barons,
& Governor of the Cape Verde Islands,
& Scotch nobleman, and several other
distingulshed personages ; also some
more gamblers, and a couple of fast
girls. I do notsuppose that the Royal
Mail Packet Company can avoid tak-
ing the latter class as passengers, but
they can avoid giving themn the most
conspicuous cabin in the vesscl and the
most prominent seats at the table. The .
unsuccessful sheepfarmor was now de-
lighted. He had found birds of his
own feather,and-did not care to confive
bimself to better company. I should
say that if the Portuguese who came
on board at Rio were fair specimens of
that nation, that -the Spaniards are
inflnitely superior. They well deserve
the name:they get.

-‘We were seven da;a in Rio. I weot
on shore nearly every day, and found
some old acquaigtauces and formed
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some new oues. With two other pas.
sengers, 1 arcended the Corcovodo and
enjoyed the magniticeut view whichia!
preseuted from the top of that enor-|
mous precipice, 2,500 feet high.

The city of Rio &preads oat like a|
map at the foot of the mountain, the
harbour spotted with innumerable ise
lands, the shipping dotting here and
there, some places in clusters others
‘separately, the smooth waters of ‘the
bay, with fleecy: clouds floating here
and there in the clear atmmosphere far
beneath us, the Organ mountaias in
the distauvce covered with richest vers

dure, the botanical’ gardens divided
with two long rows of palm trees, ap-
pearing like the lofty colomns of some
ancient temple—all presented to the
eye a scene of magnificence and gran-
deur, filled the soul with adiration
and awe, which wmingled with the
asteady roar of the distant ocean, sug
gested thoughts of the mighty future—
‘told us of-the infinite and invisible.
Rio i8 certainly a beautitul place, but
I have no desire to live there.

The steamer stopped at Babia avd
Pernambuco, both hot unhealthy
places, and wneed po description, as
they have no recommendation. Our
conrse then lay across the Atlantic to
the Cape Verde Islands. The shipping
stop at San Viceute, the coaling
station which reminds one of the
West Coast of Soath America, barren
dreary green. XNothing to please ex-
cept a national curiosity called Wash-
ington Rock,}a portion of a mountain
which presents aremarkable profile ol
the face of Gen. Washington. Our
next stopping place was Lisbon. Here
we got rid of the Portuguese troop
which we took on beard at” Rio, and
felt very thankful when they were
gone. We saw at Lisbon the English
fleet, some fine churches, some old’
Moorish ruins, the King's pulace, &e-
but the -utter want of trees, parks,
or anything of that sort rendered the
appearauce of the country unpleasaut
to one accustomed from his earliest
infancy to tbe tall trees and enormous
forests of North Ameriea.

On the 4th of thid month we arrived
at Southampton, I took leave of the
Oneida as soon’ as possible, aud felt

. extremely delighted when I foand
myself in a quiet room at the hotel’
During the whole passage we had but
one stormy day, and that was the last,
coming up the Braz. channel. Awmong
the persons employed on board the
Oneida I cannot forget to mention an
old lady, who attended to the sick and
took good carc of the children. She
worked very haid, from early in the
morning till late at; night—DMrs,
White—long may she live ard never
be annoyed with any little ‘no quiero.’

The interior of the Province is very thinly po-

_pulated. It consists of dense viigin forests and

immense tracts of cleat Jund, with abundsnce of
good pasturage. These Lands are chiefly in-
habited by San Paulo ¢ ttle drivers, miners, and
ambulant dealers of yerba mate. The tiees
which produce the latter belong u ually to Go-
vernment, and are let out at the rate of one rée
{the twentieth part of an American cent.) per
¢ brazs cundrads,” or about forty square feot. The
inhubitunts are generally very hospitable, and
henrtily agree with the colonists in their ilea of
settling and developing these rich and fertile dis-
tricts. To thes south of the Cruz Alta the
country 18 well populated by rich planters and
breedors of immense herds of homed cattle,
horses, and ules.

The Society cannot at present offer any other
guarunteo than the froe cession of the land, -
foreigners of all nations enjoyiog all the advan-
tiges that can bo offered to nativessf the soil.
When the Colonist tuk:cs possession of his lot
he will reccive a provisional titls to same until
the tegular measurement- be concluded, after
which he will receive tho legal titles properly
qrawn out und certified, from the owners of the
Grant, or the Society which they represent.

The Socioty will give annual Premiums to
those who produce the g.eate-t quantity of cotton,
sugal, rum, tobacco, grain, &c.

_All cattle or other kine bel nging to the Coln-

nists will bo pastured o lands belonging :to the
Colony, and set apart for the purpos-, the exs
venses of sane being defrayed by the Socisty or
owners of the Gragt.
- The Bocicty will always have its representa,
