NEWTON'S MAILS.

Montevideo, July 22, 11.40 P01

ENGLAXND
London, June 19.

In the House of Lords last evening
Lord Claresdon brought up the Irish
Church Suspehsory Bill, am}_ it was
read a first time. '

Mr. "Disraeli, last night, moved a
formal resolution in reference to the
morning sittings beginning at two
o’clock. This led to questions of why
the Electric Telegraphs Bill, and the
Foreign ‘Cattle Market Bill, were put
forward on the ofders. Of course, 150
very definite answer was got from Mr.
Disraeli. He wanted the House to
express an opinion upon the measures,
that was all.

The House having gone into Com-
mittee on the Irish Reform Bill, Mr.
Disraeli promptly stated that Govern-
ment had resolved to withdraw the
redistribution clause of the Dbill, and
subsequently this’was done. All the
other clauses which.bad been- post-
poned were amended and agreed to.

Mr. Chichester Iortescue proposed
a clause, the eflect of which would be
to join the Queen’s University to the
Dublin Universily, for clectoral pur-
poses. This was stoutly’ resisted by
the Government.” A long discussion
took place, and eventually the clause
was negatived by 183 against 173.

Yesterday, the Common Council re--
solved, by a unanimons vote, to pre
sent Sir Robert Napier with the free-
dom. of the city and a costly sword, in
admiration of the bigh qualities dis-
played by him in bringing the Abyssi-
nian war toits brilliant and sucecessful
close.

London, June £0.

The Speaker of the House of Com-
mons had yesterday a very great
difticulty in taking the chair, owing to
the small attendance. After a House
had been formed, aiid prayers said, it
was counted out at ten minutes after
four o'clock.

- At abanquet to her Majesty’s Minis-
ters, given at Merchant Taylors, the
Premier entered at length into the
constitutional position of thie Conser-
vative party, and expressed his éon'i-
dence that in the coming elections the
constituencies would support the posi-
tion which bad been taken up by the
administration. Touching on the Irish
Church question, he enlarged on the
importance of maintaining the union
between Chaorch and State, as being
one of the safeguards of our civil and
religious liberty.

It is the general impression that, in
consequence of the disastrous battle of
Humaita, which is relieved by the
splendid heroism and superior general-
ship of the brave Osorio, that the
supreme command of the Allied army
should be at once entrusted to General
Osorio, who, we are free to say, has
given the best proofs of capacity, and
whose nomination is at the moment
essential in order to restore confidence
in the ultimate success of this prolong-
ed c'\inpaigu. Wo have but to add
that amongst foreiguners the opinion is
unanimous that he is probably the
man to-day for the situation. The
best friends of Lopez could Jnly desire
that the Marques Caxias be still further
entrusted with the command-in-chief.
The battle of Humaita has been a
defeat. The officer in command should,
therefore, at once retire, and make
room for others whose military fame
is as yet untarnished.

THE BATTLE OF HUMAITA,

about to terminate, beat high in every
heart. B

At an‘edrly hour General Osorio ad-
\‘auccd to the attack, with a division
of some 10,000 men, composed of in-
fautry, cavalry, and hight artillery.
The ground over which the troops had
to pass was littie better than a morass
—at every yard they encountered difli-
culties; but the absence of the-eneny
facilitated the march. The infantry

.| found less difliculty than tl}u cavalry,

as the horses-floundered in the mire,
and, until reaching the high ground
near the tirst fosse, proceeded in irre-
gular and broken lines. The vanguard

| of this division was led on by.the 38th

and 39th regiments, composed of what
may be termed veterans.  On reaching
the first fosse, which was deep and
wide, they descried the enemy behind
the second fosse, and occupying a re-.
doubt; Lut it would seem that the
>araguayans had. beat rather a hasty
retreat from their first lines, since when
the Brazilinns came up they found the
enemj' bad leit the i)lsmks in many
places over the fosse, which was filled
with water. QOsorio, with true general-
slip, brought up his whole corpsin an
oblique direction from Iistablecimiento,
and, presenting a narrow front, took
the enemy in flank at their triangular
position.

THE BATTLE OF GUAICURU.

The disastrous engagoment on the
18th inst., may be aptly termed the
Battle of Guicuru, sinceé the heat of
the fight took place on the bauks of a
little river in the Chaco dignified by
this indigenous name. Itisa mistake,
bowever, to suppose that tho battle
bears any comjmrisou with the engage-
ments of the 16th, in fronv of Humaita.
It was, at best, but a partial fight, in
whicl the allies fought under many
disadvantages, and the enemy with
even superior numbers.
Few there are who correctly under:
stand the real lio of thie country where
this battle thok place. The allies are
encamped on a small knoll of dry,
ground, having to the left a large la-
goon skirted by an impenetrable
jungle, which extends away round to
the right.

On the other hand we find in
the army correspondence of our col-
leagués the statement that. the allies
are about to evacuate the Gran Chaco.
Possibly by the next steamor we may
have further news of stirring impor-
tance.

After the
buttle of Caseros he was made:Dopu-
ty for Buenos Ayres, and raised to
the rank of Lieut. Colonel of the
Nation. Lle wastwice appointed Com-
missary General of war, and has died
in harness, respected and esteemed by
those who knew bim. Ile was sup-
posed to have amassed a large fortune
but we are reliablylinformed thatall
the property by his will does not ex-
ceed $300,000 myc.
