RIVER PLATE WOOL REPORT.
Liverpool, Aug.$, 1870.

nere was bat little done'in R, Plate
fine wool during the edrly part of July,
and tha little at former rates. ‘The
declaration of war by France againse
’russia on the 13th at onee put a stop
to transactions for thecontineut, and
the immediate consequence was de-
cline of 1d to 2d in sashed. and 3d to
1d. in greasy colonial wool at the Lon-
don- sales, from which however there
-was a sliglt recovery for a fow days,
but it was lost again, and the sales
closed on the
lowest. ) :

The Antwerp sales of River Plate
wool, which should have been keld in-
the early part of 1this month, were
postpouned mdefinitely, and it is now
said they are not to take place this
month. The stock at that port on the
30th ult. was over 58,000 hales against
37,000 at the same period last year.

Since the declaration of war we have -
had few teansactions in River
wool in this market. 560 bales of
washed “and  greasy of rthe westiza
type. were brought to auciion on the
‘Ond and 3rd inst., of which about 180
were sold at prices ranging 3d. te 1d.
lower in greasy than the sales of three
months ago,and a fall 1d. below more
recent private contract. The future
