ARGENTINE ARCHITECTURE.

No man has ever yet discovered the
origin of Argentine architecture. We
gaze on tho new buildings goihg up in
the city and suburbs—the defiant de-
parture from Corinthian or Doric
models—we sec 2 new school starting
in our very midst, yet none pause to
inquire whence comes the chaste ideas
which give shape to our housetops
and dimensions to our porticoes. The
impulse of late that has been given to
orpamental wholesale stores, and
even private dwellings, suggests the
idea, that a novel school of architec-
ture has been founded by the Italian
and Basque housebuilders, who, as a
communlt), can boast of more paper
dollars than architectpral design.

The Gothic architecture, which has
migratedy over Europe, travelled into
the little towns in the back woods of
North America, and fastened on all
the public buildings in Australia, iss
we suppose, happily exploded- herd.
Not so; the Corinthian has found its
votaries even amongst the estancieros.
The most pretentious building in this
city, the Sanitarium, i§ a mixture of
every taste. Its outward. formn re-
minds us of the ancient Roman circui-
tous style, which was in vogue Lefore
Nero was born ; whilst the interior
bows to some adaptation of patterns
mellowed by the influences of climate,
‘traceable to the native versatility of
Gallician character.
The new fever and cholem wards
erected in front of the British Hospl-
tal is an outrage on every taste, and
even offensive to the eye. Poverty,
we suppose, is the excuse offered for
destroying the outward appearance of
a really fine building. We bhope the
vew board will have it removed, and
such an uncharitable effort to succour
humanity put at least in a less conspi-
cuous place. '
Hospital architecture  however
seems to'be improving in this city ;
we have soared above the ideas which
gave birth to the gloomy white wash-
ed walls of the womens hospital, and
the vapid efforts of the Counvalescencia.
The Italian Hospital doubtless proves

1that the Itrurians in the Plate have

not inberited the genius of their an-
cestors, for a more awkward pile was
pever even attempted by a Saxop.

As for the general style of house-
building 1 this city it is diflicult to
give it a name. If the Arabs, the
Saracens and the _Moors introduced

Wauklyn’s Bank, near the Bolsa,
combines - the Lombard with the
Roman, the oftices have a London
gloom, which is relieved by the
splendid baths that run up to the very
door of the private oflice, fed by thé
ever-gushing  Assyrian spring that
plays Nature’s sweetest music 1n the
patio. The arch is one of the best
made iu the city.

The Maua Bank is really an orna-
mental building, and reminds one of
a Pompeian house. The pillared court
is an attempt at the Cérinthian; but
the whole classic beauty of design in
the building is Jost by the miserable
windows which face the street.

The Italian Bank being a two-storied
house metamorphosed into a bank, is
of a hybred- school, but the offices are
airy and’ ‘commodious.

The Ar«entme Bank is purely Ar-
gentine, or pamp'l. large patios, small
rooms and thick walls, and a ladder-

every house top, or the Twelve Apos
tles on the Government-liouse, but we
deprecate the grovelling insignificance
of tho buildings going up, which form
so great a contrast with the rising
fortunes of the Argentine Republic.

GOVERNMENT WATERWORKS,

As rogards the works actually in
course of coustruction by the Provin-
cial Government, Mr. Coghlan states,
in a report to 1. Emilio Castro, dated
May 15, and published in the Z¥ibuna
of the 11th, that the original. design
hasbeen cousiderably extended, being
now calculated for the distribution of
1,300,000 gallons daily.

All the machinery being provided
in duplicate the qua_niit,y. may be at
any time extended by additional re-
servois and fllters—a simple and cheap |-
operation. The addition of a third
engine similar to the two almady
contracted for, would ~ be suf-
ficient for increasing the supply to
two and a bhalf millions of gallons
daily.

- The only immediate requirement for
an ample supply, sufficisnt for all pur-
poses, and on the most iuiprovet_l 8ys-
tem, is the extension of the street
piping to all parts of the town re.
quiring a supply: The earthworks are
completed, the machinery is contract-
ed for, and will leave England early
in July, and the whole project-will be
finished before the end of the year,

THE STANDARD ABROAD.

A.MONTH ON THE RHINE.
When people talk of going up thej
Rhine they bhave but a vague notion
of the beautics of this enchanted regiou.
You cannot properly see the Rhinein
less than'a month, and English travel-
lers who make the entirc journey
from Bonn to ,\Inyehco’ il,,a day get
indeed a surfeit of fine scenery, but
mar the effect of what constitutes the
most delightful tour in the world.
Cologne is worth notice for its beau-
tiful cathedral, which promises even
to surpass St. Peter’sat Rome: it was
hegun 620 years ago and will probably
be finished before the close of the pre-
sent century. The city is strongly
fortified and connected with the Ger-
wan side of the Rhiue by a fine suspen-

garrison consists of Prussian troops:
Some people begin tho ascent of the
Rbine from here, but it isbetter to pro-
ceed by rail to Bonn, and make that
the starting-point.

Bonn is oue of the cheapest places
in Europe to live in. I made it my
headquarters, and took lodgings with
a German family in the principal
square of the city : the charge for two
furnished rooms, with breakfast and
attendance, was fifteen pence English.
My German master, who' belonged to
the University, knew the Rhine -well,
and -we made several excéursions, in
steamboats and on foot, to the chiof
points of interest between Bonn and
Coblenz. The traveller is sure to find
good hotels at the fifty-nine villages
and calling places along the river, but
if you penetrate inland you must adapt
yourself to whatever accommodations
the-wayside inns afford. The Sieben-

IMPENDING CRISIS.
ARRIVAL OF FRENCH ADMIRAL.

Yio Janeiro, June 3, 1368.

The origin of these
establishments in tbis city may be
fairly aseribed to the increasing num-
ber of the foreign population, and in-
dependent of some other minor con-
‘Giderations, to the success of the
Buifes Company, whose members
wore undoubtedly the main instru-
ments of introducing this art to the
notice of a South American audience
Establishments of the kind are greatly
in vogue in London, Paris, New York
and all great cities favoured Wwith
furopean civilization, which proves
that whatever the intrinsic value or
the real merit of comic singing, it is
more or Jess concomitant with the

We believe no canons bhave heen
vet laid down. on this score; perhaps
it would be diflicult aud useless, nay,
wrong, to reduce to rules and fixed
Jaws an art whose success depends
mainly on tlexibility, so to speak, of

“character dnd spirit.

1t is not certainly in the province of
the first nondesecript to sing a good
comic sobyg, and to smg it well; and

“when any such pretentious individual

The Prin-
e states that the prcsﬁved meats
shipped in Englaund, at ls.per lb,, are
inferior in quality to those sent on
board at Melbourne, and adds that,
“should theAdmiralty approve your
superior article, which I understand
you could deliver at 6d. per 1b., they
would make a great saving, aud per-
baps give the men more of it, which
would be a great benefit to the royal
navy.” Mr. Bradridge, paymaster of
the ship, confirms, in still stronger
terms the favorable report-of the
Prince. A futher indication of the
importance attached to the solution of
