THE PARAGUAYAN LOAN.

The welancholy condition of Para~
guay certainly appeals to our better
feeliugs. Sad as was the fate of Po-
land, that of Paraguay surpasses it.—
During the long continuance of -the
war the sufferings of the people have
becume a matter of history; buta par-
tial peace has in nothing ameliorated
their condition. Every one who
comes down from Asuncion brings the
sad tale of suffering and. woe, even

1in the very capital ot the country : tho

‘classic pen of an Estrada has recently
astonished our community by a simple
series of roadside sketches. The atoe
ries of deserters from Lopez's cawp,re-
counting miseries which grieve the
beart, sink into insignificauce when
compared with the inhuman sorrow ot
the starving denizens of Asnncion—
and yet that cify boasts of an artifi-
cial army trade which crowds the port
with sbipping, and must necessarily
for the time give great employment.
1t wounld indeed seem almost asbless-
ing tor the surviving Puraguayans
that the Brazilians' persist in carrying
on the war, for uothing short of wide«
spread famine awaits Paragnay when
the Brazilians evacuate the country.
There is no language to deseribe the
misery of Paraguay. The gaunt forms
of the owners ot the soil stalk through
the streets of Asuncion, living proofs
of a mendicancy of which the world in
its eventful history cau point no paral-
lel. We witnessed scenes in Paraguay
‘|1ast July which no pen can describe—
too shocking,too repulmve to think of. |
Better, far better, that the whole: Pn-
raguaysn race had goue down ifto
one common, grave at the Lomas Va-

for many years resident in Buenos
Ayres, where he bus a wide circle of
friends, a member of the present Pro-
visional Governent of Paraguay,and
belonging to one of the most respect-
able families in his native country, has
come down, empowered by his Govern-
went, to negotiate a loan for two wil-
lions of patncons.. With a very cautious
prudence we notice that the decree
autborising the loau ‘is sileng as to
terms, bat most specific as to the se~
curities which the Governwment offers
to hypothecate for the payment thereof.
As a regular busivess trausaction, or
as & mouey speculation, the loan in
question will be difficult; as a charity’
it may be realizable. Borrowers should
ever bear in mjnd-the fact that. when,
asking for money it is essential to
state for what purposes the funds are
required. We have no doubt that the,
Provisional Government of Paraguay
calls for this mouey for the very best
of purposes ; butit is'ouly fair towards
‘tbe lending public to stawe for what the
iwoney is required, Thero may be,
and we believe there is, abundance of
money to give for Paraguayan relief,
but Mr. Bedoya unfortunately comes
at & most inopportune moment. to raise
hisioan, when the.money market is 8o
tight thatthe very Provincial Bank has
beeu obliged to apply to the Legisla~
ture for relief, when the first signa-
tures in this market are with difficulty
discounted at 12 per cent. per annum,
aud even for the legitimate requirev
ments of trade money is most iugon-
Had Mr. Bedoya
applied two months ago he mi.ght‘pos
sibly bave arranged she business, but
at present,.as regards this market, tbe
loan is utterly out of the question.

ENGLISH COMMERCE.

BRAZIL AND LA PLATA

Pursuing the subject of English
comineree with Brazil,- we exiract
from recently published official 8 atis-
tics, figures showing the combined an-
nual value of our imports from, and
our exports to, the empire for the
last 15 years ; givingalso the. fignres
of our trade for the same period with
.the- Argentme.Confedemuon and the
Repubhc of Urnguay :—

These figures show the vast increang|
of our trade now ‘going on with both

is besides a proportionate angmenta-
tion of their comwerce with other
countries. There is, however, tlis
‘distinction to bhe made between- the
increase of our trade with Brazil and
that with the Platine States; th'\'t, as
to Brazil, the increase has of Jate been
concurrent with a war which lms pres-

sed heavily on the resources of the
empire, while, <in the ease of the Ara
geutlne Confederation and Urn"u'xy,
the increase ‘has been shmulu(ed by

‘the large expenditure of Brazil in the
Plate, consequent on that war; in the
former case it is, therefore, of a more
substantial and probably more perma-
nent character than it is in the latter.

Bat, getting aside this digginction, the
rate of increase of British connnerce
with these three States of South
America in the last fifteen years wil)
more than bear comparison with the
geuneral rate of jncrease of our trade
with most orher foreign countries, and
indicetes the probability of ‘still in,

creasing rates ofm(,re.lsu at all events,
with Brazil.

Tho immense rise in the extent-of
English commerce with that empire
gince 1862 has,'of conrse, been princia

cotton production has made to its ex~
ports to this couuntry. But that pro-
duction has now becomé a new staple
of Brazilian agriculture,:-and year by

imported into England will, no doubt,
stil further increase. It.is, moreover,
always to be borne in mind in appre,
ciating the importance .of Brazilian
commerce, 8o far as it is illustrated by
Englisb statistics, tbat, although Bra-
zil supplies the world with probably
one bhalf the coffee it consames, the
consumption of Brazilian coffee in
Eungland is quite insignificant.

as part of his testimony.

After Mr. Webb bad ceased Mr.
Wasbburn got up and made a variety
of statements promiscuously, contra«
dicting a number of newspaperarticles,
Mr. Washburn has not beer snmmoned
bere by the committee, and his pre-
sence before that Lody of gentlemen
is. a mere act of tolerance on theis
part. Notwithstanding all this Mr.
Washburn has taken quitea prominen!
partin the recent investigations. After
