There seems to lhave been
a sharp encéunter in Tipperary with
the military. In otherparts of Tip-
perary police barracks lhave been
tuken by the .insurgents. An attack
apon the town of Tipperary was
expeeted, and military were being
sent there yesterday. -Our late ac-
counts represent that fighting in Tip-
perary last.night wag expected in
Dublin. The telegraphic commmnni-
cation between Dublin and the south
of Ireland appears :gain to have been
interrupted, and Dbetween Limerick
Junction and Tippererary the wires
were cut. The  statements made in
the House of Lords and in the House
of Commons last nightare very yag-
ue.

That
noble peer, while on the whole
approving the attitude held by the
Foreign Secretary of England on this
question, censured the want of huma-
nity shown in the orders he issued
to the British Consul not to interfere,
even for the purpose of bringing off
women and children, fugitives from
theisland. The nobleduke said Turkey
was doomed to extinction, and clai-
med Christian sympathy for the
Christian  subjects of “the  Porte
suffering under extremely bad Govern-
ament; but he justified the Crimean
war on the ground that Russia should
not be allowed to exert an undue in-
dividual pressure at Constantinople.
The Earl of Derby defended the
policy of the Foreign Oflice; did not
deny tbat Turkish rule in Burope was
waning to a. close; but stated that it
could never b2 the policy of Lngland
to precipitate the extinction of that
empire. Atrocities in this insurrec-
tion had been committed on DLoth
sides. Lord Kimberley thoroughly
approved the policy of the IForeign
Ofice, and warned their lordships
against getting into more complica-
tions in the Ilast than Englnnd"' was
The other
business before thé House was of
little interest.

Mr. Bright
strongly condemned’ the employment
of volunteers as suggested, and threw
grave doubts upon the alleged Fenian
raid on Chester. )

According to the Englishman, the
famine in Orissa is likely to extend
over another year, and tlerefore
measures of relief will have to be con-
tinued in operation for a long time
to come. The local government of
Bengal does not geem to have profited
as much as it should have done by the
disastrous experience of its former
administrative blunders. On the con-
trary, although the population are
both starving, and penniless, and, as
our contemporary remarks, have sold
the very root-trce over their heads to
procure a little money, the Bengal
anthorities want to sell th¢ rice—in
fact, to play the huckster with the
victims of famine.

THE CITY PAVEMENT.

If there is any one subjeet more than
anotber which commands public at-
tention,and culls for instant action,we
bold it is our street pavcment. The
state of our principal streets is so
shocking, the ruts and holes, in even
the most fashionable thoroughfares, so
break-neck that the unfortunate citi-
zens can neither walk with ease nor
ride with safety, A public system of
totchery called paving has been go-
ing on for years under our very syes.
millions ire spent yearly in paving
and repairing the streets, yet it is-a
day older and a day worse. The
streets ncw;ly pa'\‘ed this month, are as
bad as ever uext, and often in the
pavement of long streets lika Calle
Defensa, before the work is finished
the workmen have to go bLack and
commence the atreet again, So hope-
lessly cug up is their gingerbread pav-
ing- which has cost the eity millions
to pave, willions to repair, and yet is
as,impassable ag if not one doliar had
been expended in the pavement gince
the fall of Rosas. - .

In view of the sbocking sthte of
our streets, and the immense sums
squandered in this miserjble system of
botchery, we think it is high time fo
turn over a new leaf, 10 put bur sllotil'-

der to the wheel, and pave the city in
good carnest, ’

There is a disposition on the part of

out even the removal of a single,
stone. It has been the'constant, tlwmuf
of praise and admiration amongst our,
fellow citizens, and regarded by every !
ouc in Buenvs Ayres as the model of!
what may be properly termed good ¢i-|
ty pavement. In the year 1859, \vhvn‘f
this block :was paved it was deemed,
oo expensive for this city, but’ with!
the experience we have now of its du-
rability, and tiie enormous expense
attending the constant repairs of other
streets, it is now an admitted fact that
this Cathedral pavement is the cheap-
est after all.

" The Baron de Campy, whose fime
eclipses Macadam, and whose imper-
ishable labours in the way of street
pavement in Rio stand as monuments
of his capaeity and-skill, has arrived
in Buenos Ayres. He it was.who in
1859 paved the street before the Ca-
thedral; he is now before the public
and, offers to pave the whole city on
the same plan. Ilis terms are ex-
tremely moderate; his price 1w fair
and reasonable, and if we can afford
to pay %60 per square vara for peren-
nial pavement, we hold we can well
pay the Baron &4.80 sil. for a good;
lasting and durable pavement which
requires no repairs, and will not- only
give the city a new appearance, but
also be a great lasting convenicnee for
the publie.

The.pavement in front of the Cathe-
dral resembles more the Duss pave-
ment of Broadway, New York, than
any other city pavement we know of,
and it will no doubt interest our Muni-
cipal readers to know that the Russ
pavement cost that city no less than
six patacons per square yavd. It con-
sists of cubical blocks of hard green-
stone from Staten Island, or of trap
from New Jersey of about onc foot
square. An arcbed form'is given to
the paved floor, the sides abutting
against tbe gutter and curb stones.
In using rectangular blocks theg are
Iaid in courses running diagonally
across the street, for¥ihe purpose of
preventing the Ibrnmli_u.:: of ruts,
which might soon appear along the
cdges of stones lying in longitudinal
courses. The duration of this pave-

jment varies according to the care

taken and materials employed: gener-
ally speaking this pavement lasts for
twenty years. The streets-of Naples
are said to be paved in this manner,
and notwithstanding the continuous
use of the‘paveme‘nt for one thousand
years it has hardly been worn one ineh
in depth. We find on referring to
New York statistics that_ the ordinary
pavement (ot the Russ pavement)
costs the city from $£1.86 to $£.2.50
per square yard, but the repairs ave so
constant, a_nd tLe pavewent so inferior,
that the Russ pavement is now being
introduced’in all the prineipal streets
of that eity. ' :

The Baron de Campy’s proposal is
%£.1.20 per vara less than that paid in
New York, and as we understand he
offers to take payment m 7 per cent
Munijcipal Bonds, with 10 per cent,
amortization, to bé delivered on the
completion of the work done each ‘six
months. We hold that the Munici-
pality shonld at once make the con-
tract aud order the works to be- com-
menced. ']n‘an economical point of
view the Baron’s proposal is highly
favorable, inasmuch as every block in
this city has to be repaved every I8
montbs- We pay at present $60 per
vara, let us pay the Baron $120 and at
last’ have a good permanent wark
done, His pavement has been already
proved in this city to last cight years
and it looks’ to-day as good as when
first Jaid down.

The Cathedral blogk which the Ba-
roiv paved in 1859, according to the
average expenditure on the other
streets if paved on the old system
would cost the city now no less than
$250 per'square vara, or ten patacons,
and yet still be in the same delapidat.
ed condition as the other sides of the
publiesquare, the Plaza Victoria. Only
a few weeks past Calle Belgrano was
re-paved ; in front of our oflice, to-day
it is as bad as ever; the very pave-
ment now going on, the Boca road is
alveady cut up and full of ruts and
holes, May we ask then when shall
we cver profit by experience? 'The
proposal of the Baren should Dbe at
onee taken up,considered and ratified.
we undérstand be leaves heie shortly
for Montevideo,. where ‘the gr-a-head
Junta of that city will doubtless at
at once come to terms with him.

As I have had ‘\‘ery extensive
experierce of cholera in Lngland,
I'.'e]:_md. and France, and more espe-
cially during the epidemic of 1819,
wheu I was medical attendant to the
southern part of the Wigan Poor-Law
District, it was considered as likely to
conduce to the traoquillity of the in-
habiiants of the city if I were to
record my opinion of what I saw.

no apprehension in the minds of the

most timid. .

A celebrated English -pathologist,
Dr. Cullen, divides common cholera
into two classes.  First. Sportaneons
Cholera, which is due to metrerolo-
gical changes, excessive heat, or ex-
cessive riain, or rapid transition from
one to the other; the second is, Acci- -
dental Cholera, caused principaily by
unripe fruit, or other acid matter, dis- .
agreeing ‘with the digestive system.
Either of these may become epidemic
by such aggravating causes as over-
crowded dwellings, impure water or
sewecrage, contaminative atmosphere
or intemperance, some of which causes
exist to a sufficiently powerful -degree
in Resario. -

But not one of the cases which I
have scen at the Lazaretto with' Dr.
Hertz, nor that which I have visited
on the Baranca with Dr. Gareis, bear
any more resemblance to the malig-
nant, the .Asiatic, or the pestilential
cholera, than they do to African Ele-
phantiasis or to the Pharenteil (the
plague) of Pharoah.

I may add here that medieal science
in the present day does not believe in
the contagiousness of cholera, as we
have in yellow fever and small-pox.

To obviate the fatal results of this
spontaheous cholera which we have in
Rosario, and which after all may be
sitid to be only an aggravated form of
diarrhea, I would recommend the
administration of external stimulants,
such as a cataplarm of spirits of tur-
pentine oun flannel to the. pit of the
stomach, with warm clothing for the
bady, and the giving of small doses of
ammonia, with a little brandy, inter-
nally. This, of course, to be only
done whilst the doctor is being sent
for,
