There is one branch of business in
this country thatforeigners have never
meddled in, which is nevertheless
highly profitable, and at preseut in a
flourishing condition.

PRIZE ESSAY.

THE INFLUENCE OF CLIMATE,

Clearness of thought on such a sub-

Jeet as the modifying intluence of va-
riety of climateon men and their institu:
tions,is at every turn obstructed by the
contusion arising between the effects
of the two circumstances which have
most. to «do with the unequal condi-
tions of mankind, climate and race.
Whether these two circumstanees have
been iundependent of each other from

the beginuing of things, or whether

the latter has its remote origin in the
former, it is iinpossible to suy with cer

tainty. On the firat supposition many
of the existing ditiiculties that beset
the sabject: would vanist, and the ab-
sence of almost any common points of
similarity in physical qualities, and
modes of lite between, for example,
the Hindoo and the Teuton, or the Ne-
gro and the Chinaman, would be easy
of explanation. If, on the other hand, we
assume that climate alone is the origin
of all distinctions, and that the circuwmn-
stances of climate and race stand fo
each other in the relation of mother
aud daughter, and'not in that of two
sisters, then the matter is not so
simple. The field of erquiry may so
widen itself uas to include the much-
mooted question oftheorigin of species,
and at the very ontset the imagination

almost refuses to conceive the immense
space of time that must have elapsed
before wauvkind could have epread
over the Larth’s surface, and geogra-
phical position and quality and con-
figuration of soil could have prodaced
the manifold- divergences of race and
nation that wo scé around ug. - This

latter-view, however, of the relation
between climate: and race is the oue
which commonds itself to us as the
more natural, and it is supported by
the researches of modern philologiats,
which seem to prove beyoud all doubt,
that the Gothic, Slavonic, Latin,
Hindoo, and other races, in spite of
their strongly marked differences, all
belong to one family—the Indo- Burope-
an, asdistinet from the Semitic, though
it yet remains to be proved that these
two families havespraig from a com-
mon .and still more ancient stock.
Moreover, it is matter of history, that
after a certain period in the world’s
life, there were violent displacements
ot masgses of population, vastand dimly
recorded irruptions of hordes of bar-
barians over territories far 'distant
from their original home, and this long
after the climate aud other adventi-
tious circumnstances of their early posi-
tion must have indelibly stamped
them with some peculiar characteris-
tics of -body aud ‘mind, which they
would preserve through all the moul-
ding influence of subsequent 9xperieu-‘
cés. If, then, we take this fact in con-
neetion with the results of scieutific
investigatious into the affinities of lan-
guages (in other words, of races), we
find other complicating considerations
introduced, and realize the impossi-

bility ot identifying all the subtlor qua-
litics of any nation with the climate
of the soil it happens to inhabit in our
days. We must take a jlowerstand-
point, and a narrower range of view,
and content ourselves with advorting
to u few of the phenomona of compara-
tively recent and superficial develop-
ment counected with the subject of the
influence of climate.”

It is worth while premising that by
‘the term climate ‘e understand all
local natural influences of whatever
kind that directly affect man’s physical
life, and thereby indirectly his intollec-
tual and moral condition.. Not only
wust we take into account the various
‘degrees of temperature and the other
atmospheric changes arising from the
action of the sun’s rays at different
latitudes of the earth’s surtace, but we
must also cousider the effects of geo-
graphical position, richuess or poverty
of soil, and configuration’ of surface.
Tarning our attention, then, to the
broad points of contrast that mark the
northern and southern nations of ‘mo-
dern times, weo find, for one thing, that
a southern climate produces a higher
standard of physical beauty than a
porth latitude. The true explanation

of this is probably to ba found in the
fact that in. the genial atmosphere and
luxuriant vegetation of these south-
ern countries, of whose soil somebody
has said, “Tickle it with a hoe, and
it will laugh with harvest,”” man en-
joys a comparative immunity from
hardship, and a free and consequently
{for Nature is the best artist) more
beautiful growth unattainable by the
Northerner, on account of the hard
ships he has to undergo in extracting
a scanty subsistence from a churlish
soil, and in doing daily battle against
the adverse influencesof the clements.
This theory appears -to receive some
confirmation from the circumstance
that it is chiefly amongst the poorer
and less affluent orders in northern
nations that there exists that hard-
ness of feature and dullness of color
which 8o contrast with the?more re-
gular lines of. beauty and groeater rich-
ness of complexion of the south. But
indeed, to whatever departmeut of life
we look, it is not difficult to trace with
some accuracy the effects of climateon
man. On the language, literature, ar-
chitecture, manners, morals,: charac-.
ter, creeds, arts and industries of eve-
ry zone and eovery nation, outfvard
physical surroundings have through
slow but certain action worked their
peculiar effects. Taking, for instance,
a group of languages which on irrefut-
able evidence can b% shewn to have
riginally sprung from a comimon
(s)to%k, \vg find that, whilst they all re-
tain a general, though often very re-
condite, family resemblance, the con-
nection between the minor but more
permanent reaturds developed since
their rupture from the parent stock,
and the unequal climatic conditions
under which they are spoken, can be
clearly followed up. Sensuous all-
vivifying warmth of temperagure, an
endless wealth of vegetabla and ani-
mal life revelling in myriad forms

tion ot our day may be attributed to the

the more earnest and practical form
of Christianity, has its strongholds.
Oertainly, the jaxta position of Pro-
gress and’ Christianity is no chavce
coiucidence ; they act and re.act q){‘on
each other in numberless ways: but
probably théy wmay be more correctly
viewed in the light of twin-offspring
from a common pareut, and as being
both nurtured by the greater love of
abstract truth and the deeper and
moreintrospective character of thought
in countries, where external Nature
offers less alluring charms and solace-
ments.

The influences of geographical posi-
tion (fairly wihin the largest meaning.
of the word climate), and particularly
of contiguity to the sea,-have at all
times been very powerful on the des-
tinies and characters of nations. To
this circumstances did. Gieece and
Rome in earlier times, and England at
the present day, owe not only their ex-
tent of conquestand of commerce,
but in no small degree their intellec-
tual supremacy as well. One can hard-
ly imagine a_perfect people who have
never known the peculiar ret_inqment
jmparted by the, highe t sublimity of
‘aature. The Germanssare probably
the only people who have ever reach:
ed any high degree-of culture without
being more than ordinarily indebted
to the lessous taught by its many-
voiced wailings, its ¢countless laugh
ter,’ its changefulness and its variety,

ceaseless activity, its unfathomable
rest, and above all,- its infinitude.

Such aro a tew of the considerations
suggested by the subject-that heads
this paper: As wo have shewn before,
the relations between climate and the
more ancient distinctions of race,
though undonbtedly existing, are too

obscuroe for their cousideration to pass
beyond the limits of blind conjecture.
Even those more obvious effects of the
influence of climate which we have re-
ferred to, shew symptoms of becoming
less marked owing, to the assimilative
tendencies of the nineteceuth century,
with its all-changing activity. .
The artificial nature ‘of modern life,
and theincreased intercommunication
that .now exists between nations the
most widely - separated, cannot bat
tend to equnalize the condition of mauv.
Butof all the circumstances that are
helping to neutralize the influences of
climate, migration is thie most power-
ful.
