THE LAND QUESTIOX.

Argentiue legislators bave not yet
rightly understood the importance of
this question, tie immediate influence
which it has on the destinies of a young
country, or the splendid :ul_\'m'.mges
that Buenos Ayres and the provinces
can ofter by means of a wise and liber-
al legislation in this, regard. It bas
been unfortunately too long the custom
to consider public lands merely as a
gource of public revenue, a treasure
that must be jealously locked up, ins
tended not so much for the wellare of
the pation as for that of the exchequer.
‘Hence it is that, instead of offering
these lands to newscomers, every difli-
culty has been thrown in the way, as
if the Government was afraid of part-
ing with an inch of ground.. This poli-
¢y is very different frow that pursued
in the United S:tuces and the British
Colonies, where the guiding principle
of legislation was that land without
population is valueless. Nothing can
be ‘more liberal than the American
and Australian land-laws, and-the re-
sult has been a success uuparalleled
in the history of mankind: "On the
other hand we find by sad experience

| that wherever the landelaws are im-

perfect or illiberal the country lans
guishes; take for example Ireluxng.
Italy and Spain: There seems to be
an ambition inherent, in.every mau to
become proprietor of a piece of ground,
and the attainment of this object not
only adds to the wealth of the indiyi-
dual but gives strength to society, and
promotes the wellsbeing of the nation.
With a million peasant proprietors
scattered over the length and breadth
of ‘the land, whata different aspect
this country would present! And yot,
so many are the advantages possessed
by Buenos. Ayres, that if the barriers
of an anfiquafed and absurd system
were broken down, the Pampas would
soon be overarun by farmers, as in the
Western states of North America.

The first question asked by a vew
comer, on arriving here, is—What fa«
cilities are there for gettingland?
He expects to find a Land or Agricul-
tural Department, where he can ch2ose
out- on the map a farm to his liking
and buay i on -the spot for about the
same price as in North America, say
$1 an acre; or perhaps he has heard
of land-grauts at Buahia Blarfea or
some similar deception. Eventually
he finds out that the best plan is to
buy from private parties, asthe never-
ending formalities and tedious pro-
cess of getting land from Government,
at whatever price, make it exceedings
ly inconvenient. Only last month we
heard of two Englishmen who bought
Government land at Nueve de-Julio
aud came into town with the money,
hoping to get through the formality
of paying it without delay ; but the
clorks delayed them three weeks mere
Iy to receive the,sum of $50,000, cause:
ing them great trouble and expense,
while their estancias were left almost
abandoned.
