but its labors are cither of a.very|
insigniticant character, or else the mo-
desty which so often characterizes trug
philauthropy causes its light to be bid
under a bushel. Vie do not blawe
the sucioty tor failing lo rescue Mr.
aud Mrs, Frazier, whose nawmes aud
sad fate bhave bitherto eveu escaped
the kuowledge of their own cpuntry-
wen:; neither do we write these llnes
with the view of calling on the above
society to take immediate measures for
the recovery of the couple in question.
The present case, however, is au 6x-
celleut upportumty for calling the at
teution ot Congress and the Govern-
ment to the expediency of establishing
an organized department for the res-
cue of such white people as fall to
the Lunds ol tho red men of the desert,
it may oceur to some of our legisia-
tois that this wonld be *an evconrage-
went to the Indiaus to make frequent
iuroads, a‘ud carry oft each tiwe, us
many Christians as possible.
